You must know how to operate you machine in free-motion mode. 
 
Learn the secrets of successful machine quilting. Various methods of 
machine quilting will be demonstrated in the class, and you will have a 
chance to make a sample of each one. Major emphasis will be on free-
motion (feed-dogs down, hand guided) quilting. Workshop will include a 
slide lecture full of information and inspiration. 
 
Subjects that will be discussed in the class include: 
1. How to manage a large quilt with a standard sewing machine. 
2. How to avoid physical exhaustion and repeat motion stress injuries when 

machine quilting 
3. How to plan a quilting design after the quilt top is completed 
4. Contemporary whole cloth designs 
5. Enlarging and simplifying your drawings or photos to make them into quilting designs 
6. How to make free-hand filler designs that look complex and are really easy. 
7. Basting for machine qulting 
8. Batting choice 
9. Needle and thread choice 
10. Marking and transfering your design to the quilt top 
11. Couching with heavy cords and yarns 
12. Design and composition in quilting designs 
13. Shading with thread 
14. Blocking, squaring up, and machine binding. 
 
Subjects that will NOT be covered in the class: 
1. How to manage disagreeable threads like rayon and metallic. 
2. Trapunto 
3. How to use your machine. You must know how to operate your machine, and it must be in good working
